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I have found the “Jersey Boot” to be a highly versatile tool with a wide variety of uses.  The “Jersey Boot” is not merely another variation of a ram, but a tool that truly does it all.  The “Jersey Boot” can be used as a pry-bar, a break and rake, a step-up, to defeat a lock and chain, and of course as a ram.  The applications of the “Jersey Boot” are only limited by the ingenuity of the operator using the tool.  Having one tool with so many uses alleviates the need to carry a heavy cumbersome pack and having to go through the process of searching for the tool you need and getting it to the breach point.  The  “Jersey Boot” is especially effective on outward opening steel doors.  In the past it was necessary to use a Halligan tool and a sledge to pry open the door. The small striking surface of the Halligan made it difficult to set with the sledge.  This problem does not exist with the “Jersey Boot” which has a large broad striking surface and when used in conjunction with a second “Jersey Boot”, to set it, becomes a very effective pry tool.  


The ergonomic design of the “Jersey Boot” enables it to be lighter than a conventional ram yet delivers the same force if not more than a much heavier ram. The design and handle placement and overall design of the “Jersey Boot” make it an ideal tool for CQB (close quarter battle) where actual operating space may be at a minimum.    The wide striking face of the “ Jersey Boot” enables it to bring more striking force to a greater striking area therefore preventing over penetration and the trapping of the ram in a hollow core type door. 


In conclusion I would recommend the “Jersey Boot” to any tactical team that needs a compact close quarters breaching tool that gives a Breacher a wide variety of options without having to rely on a second team member carrying a tool pack.  Having a tool as versatile as the “Jersey boot” could make all the difference when time is a factor and lives are on the line.
